We have had time to settle down, think things out and digest some of our discussions. I would like to comment on the discussion regarding Officer Training which will come up again when I report at our annual Convention in Nelson.

Officer Training was a hot topic, I believe if explained properly there should be no problem. In the past Officer Training consisted of a Seminar on Saturday morning at some of the International Interim Conventions it was on the agenda two or three years then dropped now our International Executive would like to revive it. Some Gyros thought it would be an extra cost to the District but actually it would not. The District VIII Constitution has been written to allow the 1st Lt. Governor to attend an International interim.

Article IV.1.b) Page 7 of the Constitution of District VIII of Gyro International; provides for the expenses of the District Officers incurred in connection with their Official Duties be paid by the district upon being approved by the District Governor.

c) Included in the expenses to in IV.1.b) above, shall be the following:

    (i) The full reasonable expenses of the District Governor and his escort to  

         attend the International Interim Meeting in his year of service and the 

         immediately following International Convention.

    (ii)  “The full reasonable expenses of the First Lieutenant Governor to attend the International 

          Interim Meeting in his year of service”. 

    (iii) The equivalent amount of funds from (i) and (ii) above may be reallocated at the discretion   

          of the Governor.

There is no provision for the 2nd Lt. Governor to have his expenses paid and if he attends any of the international events, he is responsible for his expenses.

In the information received when a Gyro becomes a 2nd Lt. Governor he is encouraged to attend these functions to gain experience for the time he becomes Governor so he doesn’t go into the office and is like a “Deer” staring into headlights. 

So when we look at the full picture when a Gyro becomes the 1st Lt. Governor according to the constitution he has the opportunity to attend an International Interim Convention. If he is interested in attending the Training Session he could opt to attend the International Convention and the Governor of the day could reallocate the funds as required in Article IV section 1. Sub-Section (iii) as outlined above. In turn, Gyro International must be committed to present their Training Sessions every year or their system will break down.    

My proposed Membership Seminar went down the tube with a big “CRASH” after the meeting as only one or two interested Gyros stayed after the meeting and as result we cancelled it due to a lack of interest. Membership is a concern and is continuing to decline. The Gyro Club of Wallace was at 43 members and they are now down to 21 members as of April 1st this is a huge loss all at once. They will be continuing to try to re-instate those lost members and we wish them all the best  in their venture. 

As we approach our yearend I must stress that all clubs must do their utmost to sign new members and hopefully we can be on the plus side by that time. I believe we must think of the legacy we are leaving behind.
