The International Interim convention was held in Savannah, Georgia from January 17 to January 21st.  In attendance from District VIII were Don Boyle and Norma Boyle from Cranbrook, Ken and Ann Baker, Steve and Carole Denny, Lyall and Marilyn Carter and Ian and Joan Greig from the Stampede Club.

 

In May 2005 Gyro had 4,002 members.  In October 2010 Gyro had 3,467 members, a decrease of 535 members in a little more than 5 years (currently each member contributes $50 to Gyro International).  This reduction in membership has put a strain on Gyro finances at the International level.  A motion to increase dues by $10 was put before the board of Governors.  This motion was defeated.  Rather, it was decided that we cannot carry on as we have in the past.  Because Gyro International has less income it was decided that it must live within its means.  To achieve this it was decided that:

· No International Interim Convention will be held for the next two years.  This issue will be revisited in the future to see if it should be changed;

· Our current International Secretary Treasurer, Emil Baijot, will assume the role of Executive Director on a full time basis. There will be no additional costs to Gyro because he will be able to perform some of the functions that were previously being performed by paid staff;

· Currently the Executive Council includes the position of 3rd Vice President.  This position will not be filled in the future which will reduce travel costs to the International Convention;

· The policy of having the closest Executive Council member officiate at District Conventions will be continued to save travel costs;

· There was discussion about the possible sale of the International Office in Painesville.  The conclusion was that the property does not have significant value and since property sales are slow in Painesville, it would make little sense to try to sell the property.

As a result of these changes it was felt that Gyro International will be able to balance its budget at this time. 

But what about the future?  Clearly, an increase in membership will add additional funds to the International coffers.  The alternative will be an increase in dues.  Based on the last five years of membership losses, I think the dues increase is inevitable.
