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 LUNCHEON – March 16, 2011

There were 20 Gyros at our luncheon held at the Carriage House Inn.  The meeting was chaired by Vice President Larry Fenton who also gave the grace.

Following lunch, Gord Anderson reported on the health of the club.  Ken Baker reported on the Fairmont convention.

Larry reminded everyone about the upcoming events in April.

George Palardy spoke about the survey in the March issue of the Gyrodeo.  He said that very few members had responded to answer any of his questions.

Rick Simons introduced our guest speaker Don Ward.  Don grew up in Ontario and studied Agricultural Engineering at the Ontario Agriculture College followed by Mechanical Engineering at the University of Toronto.  Don then joined the air force where he trained as a pilot and spent 26 years flying various types of aircraft.  He retired from the air force and began teaching Aeronautical Engineering at SAIT.  During his retirement from SAIT,  Don found time to visit a garage sale in where he purchased three bee hives and all the related equipment required for raising bees.  Ever since 1994, he has been raising bees. 

Don had an actual bee hive (less the bees, of course) to demonstrate how the hives are made and how they work.  Once all the components of the hive were explained he went on to talk about the inhabitants who live in a hive …. the queen, drones and workers.

There is only one queen bee in each hive.  The queen bee only mates once during her life time, but may mate with 10 to 20 drones when she does mate.  Those drones who she mates with are ‘kicked out’ of the hive and never allowed to return.  The queen will then spend the rest of her life in the hive and will lay about 2,000 eggs each day.  The queen may live for approximately 5 years. 

The drones are all male and there may be 100 to 200 of them in each hive.  Their main purpose in life is to mate with the queen bee ( lucky guys !!! ).

The workers who are all females have a lifespan of only about 6 weeks.  Young worker bees begin their lives by cleaning the hive.  After a few days they graduate to act as guards for the hive.  Following that, the worker bees become gatherers of food for the hive.  Worker bees co-operate together in finding food and use a pattern of ‘dancing’ for communicating information to each other regarding food sources.
In cold climates, honey bees stay in their hive when the temperature drops below about 50° F. They crowd into the central area of the hive to form a ‘winter cluster’.  The worker bees huddle around the queen bee.   These bees ‘shiver’ (quickly flapping their wings), during the brood less period, to keep the center of the cluster at approximately 80° F. Once the queen resumes laying her eggs, the cluster temperature must be raised to approximately 93° F .
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The worker bees rotate through the cluster from the outside to the inside so that no individual bee gets too cold. The outside edges of the cluster stay at about 46-48 degrees.  The colder the weather is outside, the more compact the cluster becomes. During winter the bees consume their stored honey to produce body heat. The amount of honey consumed is related to length and severity of the winter season.  In temperate climates, the amount of honey consumed ranges from 30 to 100 pounds. 

George Palardy thanked Don for his very interesting, informative talk and presented him with a small gift as a token of our appreciation.

As well as providing a small sample of honey for tasting at each table, Don Ward brought four containers of honey with him.  A draw was held for Don’s honey containers.  These were won by Lyall Carter, Bob Rowan, Hank Ernst and Al Bell.

I just have to mention that the winning tickets for the honey draw were numbered 401, 402, 403 and 404.  I am not suggesting that there was any hanky-panky in the draw, but with only 20 tickets in the bucket ….. what are the odds ?????
