John then introduced our guest speaker, Darren King, Fund Development Manager, Telus World of Science.  Darren joined Telus World of Science in 2004.  He has led the creation of new roles in the Guest Services Department and has spent time as the School Programs Coordinator.  Darren is currently part of the team responsible for raising one hundred and sixty million dollars required for the new Telus World of Science.

Darren explained that the new Telus World of Science will be the first purpose-built science centre constructed in Canada in more than 25 years.  Visitors will take an inspiring journey through overlapping worlds of science, technology and art.  Located just north of the Calgary Zoo, the Telus World of Science is highly visible from Deerfoot Trail and easily accessible by public transit, car, bicycle, and by foot.

The facility will have five galleries; Energy and Innovation, Earth and Space, Technology, Style and Art, Human Body, and, Creative Kids Museum.  There will also be two theatres, a 10,000 square foot atrium, a digital media studio, a gift shop, a café,  and some other areas.

The cost of the facility is $160 million which was funded by the Government of Canada, the Government of Alberta, and the City of Calgary each of which donated $40 million.  The remaining $40 million is being raised from corporate and private donations.  The Telus World of Science is scheduled to open in the fall of this year.

Ric Simmons thanked Darren for his interesting, informative talk, and presented him with a small gift as a token of our appreciation.
